Regarding: Free USCF Scholastic Membership Program

Would you like your child to have the opportunity to play in a US Chess Federation tournament and get a national chess rating, at no cost to you?  Here’s how we may be able do it.

500 kids from low-income families will receive free memberships in the United States Chess Federation (worth $13) through a special U.S. Chess Trust program. Students who are on their school’s FREE lunch program are entitled to this benefit. Each school program is eligible to receive a maximum of 10 scholastic memberships.  As of today, there are still some of these 500 free memberships available.
 

Scholastic chess club organizers are asked to have their school submit a list of qualified students with full names, mailing address and dates of birth.  If you’re interested, please do the following: 

1. If you don’t have one, IMMEDIATELY request a letter from “name” at the “name of school district” Child Nutrition Department at “phone number”, stating that “your child has an approved application on file for the Federal School Lunch Program”.
2. ASAP, send a copy of the letter to “name of person at school handling club funds” in the “name of school” office, along with a note requesting a free Scholastic USCF Membership, including: their full name and date of birth with your mailing address. ALL these items are required to be placed on the list.
We don’t know how long these 500 free memberships will last. Also, there may be more than 10 requests from our school. So, please respond quickly, to get on the list. We can only accept the first 10 requests from our school.
When your child receives his USCF membership card, please send to “name of club organizer” the name as it appears on the card, membership number and expiration date, so it can be entered in the club records.   We do not need to know the card’s PIN number, or if the membership was through this special program.

After getting these free USCF memberships, there will soon be an opportunity to play in a USCF sanctioned chess tournament.  The “name of scholastic chess tournament” will be held on “date” in “town”.  USCF members can register early for $”amount”.   After playing in the tournament, your child will have a preliminary USCF national chess rating (becoming an official rating after the second tournament).
